Pre-School & Nursery Module

The Tout Petits (French) or Los Pequeñitos (Spanish) nursery module has been specifically developed for 3 - 5 year-olds and its objective is to familiarise very young children with a new way of communicating - i.e. in a foreign language - by using fundamental vocabulary and promoting communication.  Much emphasis is put on acquiring a wide range of vocabulary and good French and Spanish pronunciation.  The course includes lots of games, songs, activity sheets, art and craft.  

A CD and songbook accompanies both courses and subscription costs £10.95. There is a reduced enrolment fee of £3.95 for siblings and the CD can be shared.  Parents can either enrol their child individually into the club or the school can pay a weekly flat rate for all children to benefit, in that case, the fees will vary according to membership numbers.  Club sessions for children of this age normally last between 30 and 40 minutes and, ideally, have a maximum of 10 children in one group.

Breakfast, Lunchtime and

After-school Clubs
After-school clubs run for an hour and lunchtime / breakfast clubs usually for 30 - 45 minutes.  Each club is intended for no more than 12-15 children. Clubs held in a community centre run for an hour and will have a maximum of 10 children attending.

El Club Español & Le Club Français are active language-learning programmes specifically designed to introduce Spanish or French to early learners. Each club session consists of a language learning point, an opportunity to practise what has been learnt and plenty of games, songs & activities to strengthen this learning procedure.  Whilst making friends and interacting the children are learning valuable social skills! They will have enormous fun learning through doing, making, playing, and singing. 

The children need no previous knowledge of Spanish or French. This is a fun course that stimulates children in the way that they would learn their native language.  

The price for the above club is £6 per hourly session, which includes (amongst other things) badges, stickers, weekly worksheets, vocabulary lists, certificates and a drink (for children attending clubs within a Community Centre).

Each child enrolling on this course pays a one-off mandatory subscription fee of £10.95.  This covers the cost of the club CD1 with songs from the course plus a songbook and progress stickers tracking what they’ve learnt to be placed on a special club folder. For a sibling joining, there is a reduced enrolment fee of £3.95 and the CD can be shared.  

In-school Curriculum Teaching
